By Train

By Car

Directions to the Eastland Park Hotel (157 High Street):

From 1-95: Take 1-95 to 1-295. Take exit 6A (Forest Avenue South) and turn right, onto
travel several blocks to Congress Street. Take a right onto Congress Street to High
Street, and turn right. The hotel entrance is on the right hand side of the road.

The independently owned Gateway Garage is adjacent to the hotel on High Street. The
hotel will reduce you're the overnight parking fee to is $11 by stamping your garage
ticket at the front desk once you are in for the evening for hotel guests with a validated
parking ticket. If you move your car in and out before you are in for the evening you will
be responsible for all the fees at $1.25 per hour.

Directions to the La Quinta (340 Park Avenue):

From 1-95: Take [-95 South to 1-295 South. Get off at exit 5A. Bear to the right before the
light. At the next light take a right onto Congress Street, Route 22 East. Make a left onto
Marston Street, and Hotel is on the right.
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
